We’ve made a spring on the site usable for interim drinking
water, and broken ground on our first greenhouse!

And we’re always moving forward. Soon we will be building pole barns and sheds for storing our tools
out on the land, all in preparation for the first residence! We are also starting to work on a calendar of
events, some mix of work parties and workshops, to keep recruiting new enthusiasts and begin teaching
folks about ways to live without fossil fuels.
